OUTCOME / ACHIEVEMENTS 

All our students passed the school examinations and were promoted to the next level.  The two Secondary 4 students 
graduated from BLSS after completing the GCE ‘N’ Level examination in 2010. They are now pursuing their studies at the 
Institute of Technical Education (ITE). The two students in Secondary 2 Normal Technical class in 2010 were amongst the 
top 10 students in class.

Five of our students were awarded the Tan Ah Tah Scholarship in the year 2010.

As at 31 March 2011, Boon Lay Secondary School provided 
services to four students.  The service provided was primarily 
educational in nature, preparing the students for the school as 
well as national examinations such as the GCE ‘N’ Level for both 
the technical and academic stream. Social and Emotional Learning 
(SEL), another integral part of the curriculum, had also been 
enforced to help the students cope emotionally and be better 
citizens.

It had been another eventful year for our students in Boon Lay 
Secondary School (BLSS). 

PROGRAMMES AND ACTIVITIES

Boon Lay Secondary School began a concerted effort to better 
focus on and track our students’ learning outcomes. We are 
pleased to report that 90% of our students, those in Secondary 
2, 3 and 4, were involved in the Community Engagement 
Programme (CEP) to significantly change their attitude and / 
or life conditions. Two of our students from Secondary 3 were 
involved in a community project in Siem Reap, Cambodia. They 
gained valuable experience where they helped the needy 
children there and even painted their school.

Boon Lay Secondary School places a great deal of emphasis 
on Co-curricular Activity (CCA). 100% of our students gained 
full attendance in CCA and as a result they received either 
‘Good’ or ‘Very Good’ in their conduct rating.

Part of this school-wide effort involved setting performance 
targets for and with our students.  As at 31 March 2011, we 
achieved many of the targets set.

Of the six students served by the programme in 2010, five of 
them helped out with flag days to raise funds for Voluntary 
Welfare Organisations (VWOs) such as Society for the 
Physically Disabled (SPD) and The Singapore Association for 
the Deaf (SADeaf).

In the same period, Boon Lay Secondary School initiated and 
organised programmes / projects to raise students’ awareness 
of their country and beyond.  These programmes were:

(1) ITE attachment at Bukit Batok for our 
Secondary 2 Normal Technical students

 The students gained first hand experience of the 
programmes offered by ITE hence giving them the 
opportunity to make informed choices.

(2) Students from the different levels attended 
camps at different venues

 Only the Secondary 4 students stayed in school for their 
Grooming and Life Skills Workshop.  It was an enriching 
experience and they were very positive about it. 

Boon Lay Secondary School continually reinforces the school’s 
core values of integrity, responsibility, compassion, respect, 
perseverance and discipline to our students to ensure that 
each develops at his or her own pace and more importantly 
has a positive viewpoint of education as a means of achieving 
a good quality of life.
